Under New York State law, a FOIL (Freedom of Information Law) request can be denied in whole or in part if the requested records fall under specific statutory exemptions found in Public Officers Law §87(2). The most common legal reasons for denial include:
· Records are expressly exempted by state or federal statute (for example, records protected by confidentiality laws).
· Records would, if disclosed, constitute an unwarranted invasion of personal privacy.
· Records are compiled for law enforcement purposes and disclosure could interfere with investigations, identify a confidential source, or endanger life or safety.
· Disclosures of records would endanger the life or safety of any person.
· Records are inter-agency or intra-agency materials (such as opinions, advice, or recommendations, except for statistical or factual data, instructions to staff, or final policy decisions).
· Records are trade secrets or submitted in confidence and their disclosure would cause substantial injury to the competitive position of the subject enterprise.
· Disclosure would impair present or imminent contract awards or collective bargaining negotiations.
· Records are examination questions or answers prepared for licensing, employment, or academic testing.
· Disclosure would reveal computer codes or security information.
Additionally, a FOIL request can be denied if:
· The records do not exist or cannot be found after a diligent search.
· The request fails to reasonably describe the records sought (is too vague for the agency to identify and locate them). 
· The agency does not respond within the legally required time limits (“constructive denial”)
